Arts Empowering Life (AEL) is a nonprofi t Arts foundation from Cape Cod, MA, dedicated 
to the pursuit of beauty, truth, and faith in the Arts, sharing inspiration and education 
with people across many nationalities, cultures, and traditions. AEL incorporates both 
performing ensembles and visual artists who have toured to twenty-six countries and 
throughout the United States, performing at the highest levels, leading workshops, and 
fostering cultural exchanges. They have performed in venues ranging from regional high 
school football fi elds in downtown Chicago, to cultural exchanges at Inkamana Abbey 
in South Africa, to performing at Rockefeller Center in New York City; the Parliament 
House in Sydney, Australia; Sienna Cathedral and San Marco in Italy; and the Hall of 
Columns in Moscow.
